USAN KEVRA began calling in 1991 and ran a
monthly dance in Greenfield, MA for nine years,
developing an eclectic repertoire of contras, squares
and English Country Dances.

He is equally at home on the concert stage, in the
recording studio and is a favorite at Irish pub sessions
& contradances.

OWEN MORRISON, a Nashville resident since 2006,
infuses his guitar and mandolin playing with the
driving pulse born of a lifetime of dancing. He can be
found most weekends on staff at dance weekends
around the US, with the likes of Airdance &
Nightwatch, to name a few. His duo with David Coe
has become one of Nashville’s favorite dance bands,
known for their ability to produce the energy of thrice
the number of musicians!
